How much easier would it be to 

have them do the behavior when you ask for 

it?  Stand Stay is a behavior that transfers from the 

obedience ring, to the conformation ring, to the 

groomer's table, to the vet's office.  Where 

would we be without it?  I'm sure you can see 

where this is heading.  

As for this exhibitor, instructor, and dog owner, I 

am so grateful to the club and especially Debbie 

Murray for providing this opportunity for me to 

learn more about myself and my dogs.  I came 

away realizing that it's not about the awards, titles, 

and ribbons; it's about building a working 

relationship with my dog.

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Traits of Responsible Breeders 
 

Tests pups to match their temperaments and drives 

with buyers‘ personalities and lifestyles 

Never sells to ―impulse‖ buyers 

Puppies are sold with contracts 

Never sells two pups at the same time to a novice 

dog owner 

Interviews prospective buyers, checks home and 

references; refuses to sell to substandard homes 

Wants to meet whole family; won‘t sell pups if 

children are abusive to animals 

Sells only to buyers with enough disposable 

income to properly care for a dog (AKC estimates 

the cost to be $1327 per year) 

Waits for buyers who commit to providing a 

lifelong home for the dog  

Understands dogs are ―pack animals‖; sells pets 

only to buyers wanting to make pup an indoor dog 

and part of the family 

Sells only to those who make pup‘s safety a priority 

Encourages or requires buyers to spay/neuter pet-

quality pups 

Encourages buyers to train pups; refers them to a 

good trainer 

Makes sure buyers understand pups‘ considerable 

need for time, attention, exercise, and training 

Traits of Backyard Breeders 
 

Knows nothing about puppy-testing or matching 

puppies with buyers; buyers pick the ―cutest‖ one 

Not concerned about buyer being prepared for pups 

No contracts; does not care what you do with pups 

Would consider selling two pups at the same time 

to be a ―killing two birds with one stone‖ sale 

Sells to anyone with the cash; does not find out if 

buyers will provide good homes for the pups 

Does not consider any factors in the sale other 

than whether the buyer has the money 

Not concerned about whether buyers can afford to 

properly care for the pups or for the long-term cost 

of owning a dog 

Does not reject high-risk buyers (renters, young 

people, college students, low income, very elderly) 

Does not care if pups live as outdoor dogs or 

chained dogs that will be unhappy and anxious 

from being isolated and separated from its ―pack‖ 

Does not consider the pup‘s best interests 

Encourages buyers to breed, regardless of the pup‘s 

quality 

Shown no concern for pups after sale; knows no 

trainers 

Does not provide even his own dogs with enough 

time, attention, exercise, or training 

Responsible Breeders 
 

As members of an AKC-affiliated Kennel Club, we are committed to being responsible dog breeders, 

educating others about responsible dog breeding, and recommending only responsible dog breeders.   

This is the final part of our four-article series that describe the differences between responsible breeders 

and those that do not serve the best interests of their dogs, the people who adopt their dogs, the general 

public, or the welfare of the breed.  It is our position that if you can‘t meet these standards, you shouldn‘t 

be breeding your dogs.  There are plenty of rewards in training, showing, working with, and enjoying 

your dogs without becoming a ―backyard breeder.‖

Three times a week, unless 

there‘s the rare occasion 

when she is not feeling 

well, out of town or has 

guests; Missy gets ready to 

volunteer at local nursing 

homes and hospitals. She 

spends hours bathing, 

brushing her teeth, and 

making sure every strand 

of her hair is in place. 

Before she heads out the 

door and jumps in the car, 

she makes sure she has her 

hospital ID.  

When Missy gets to the 

designated facility for the day, she‘s picked up out 

of the car, placed on all four legs, and begins 

visiting the residents and patients. Four legs? 

That‘s right; Missy is a gorgeous little black and 

white Sheltie. She and her brother Chewy, a Lhasa

-Apso, are certified therapy dogs. They accompany 

their handler, Cathy Clark of Grand Junction, and 

brighten the day of those who are sick or in 

nursing homes.  

Cathy, who has lived in Grand Junction since 

junior high, is a long time dog lover. ―I‘ve had just 

about every dog breed through the years. You 

name it and I‘ve had it.‖ Before involving herself in 

therapy dog work, Cathy was very active in the 

local kennel club. She helped put on the local AKC 

shows in the area and competed in obedience trials 

with her dogs. Nearly two decades ago, the activity 

director at Mesa Manor contacted the local kennel 

club and asked if any of its members would come 

and bring their dogs to visit their residents. Cathy 

Clark and many others went and as Cathy says, ―I 

was the only one who stuck with it.‖  

After a few years of visiting Mesa Manor with her 

dogs, Cathy learned about Therapy Dogs 

International (TDI). TDI is an organization based 

in New Jersey that has 

been testing and 

evaluating dogs for 

therapy work since the 

late 1970‘s. Therapy dogs 

have been thoroughly 

studied by many 

organizations. There are 

numerous benefits of 

interacting with dogs; it 

has shown to lower blood 

pressure, reduce stress, 

provide comfort and 

increase movement 

among other positive 

results.  

Cathy and her first therapy dogs, Joey and Zack, 

passed the TDI evaluation and kept visiting Mesa 

Manor. Since that time, she and her dogs have 

expanded their volunteer service to include 

visiting hospitals and assisted living facilities. In 

1999, Cathy became an evaluator with TDI. ―Now 

there are a total of four evaluators in the state. 

Besides myself, there are two evaluators in 

Colorado Springs and one in Durango‖ according 

to Cathy.  

―It takes a certain dog to be a therapy dog,‖ Cathy 

said. ―They must first be able to pass all ten steps of 

the AKC Good Citizen (AKC/CGC) test, and then 

there are a few additional TDI requirements.‖ The 

AKC/CGC test, is a test, administered locally by 

Johnny Farmer and Connie Brownson, Cathy‘s 

identical twin sister. They look at a dog‘s 

temperament, its basic obedience skills, the ability 

to sit, stay and come, and its appearance and 

grooming.  

Cathy explains, ―It‘s important that therapy dogs 

not only be friendly with strangers and children. 

They also need to be able to be separated from 

their owners without becoming agitated. 

Sometimes I might need to leave my dogs for a few

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Cathy Clark and her therapy dogs (continued) 

minutes with someone else to step out of the room, 

and my dogs need to be able to handle that. Dogs 

are also evaluated around hospital equipment. 

During an evaluation, volunteers with walkers, 

canes, and wheelchairs maneuver around the dogs. 

It‘s interesting that out of all the equipment dogs 

become most agitated around the walker. I also 

test dogs around food. I try to find the smelliest 

most irresistible treats for the dogs. Dogs must be 

able come within three feet of the treat and not be 

distracted by the food.‖ 

Dogs must not only pass a test, but they also need 

to complete an application that includes a health 

record that must be signed by a licensed 

veterinarian. When the evaluation/application 

process is complete, dogs receive a therapy dog tag 

and their TDI ID, which they must wear on all 

visits. Once a therapy dog team begins visiting, 

there are five working certificates/titles that a 

team can earn from TDI. In order to qualify for 

these awards, handlers must document each visit. 

Three of Cathy‘s dogs, Zack, Joey and Missy 

earned the TDI Exceptional Volunteer Award 

(TDIEVA), which is TDI‘s highest award. It 

recognizes 350 documented visits, which Cathy 

and her dogs surpassed long ago. Chewy, Cathy‘s 

newest dog, is well on his way to earning his own 

TDIEVA.  

For Cathy, Missy and Chewy a typical visit lasts 1-

2 hours. Cathy said, ―I knock on a patient‘s or 

resident‘s door and ask them if they‘d like a pet 

visit. I‘ve gotten some pretty funny answers. One 

man told me that he wasn‘t allowed dogs in the 

hospital. I think he thought I was offering him a 

dog to keep. Another man wondered what kind of 

dogs there were. I told him I had a Lhasa and a 

Sheltie and asked if he wanted to pet one of them. 

He told me that he would if I could get a big dog, 

as if I had a whole kennel of dogs,‖ she laughed.  

―I tell handlers that although this is a volunteer 

opportunity they should treat it like a job. My dogs 

and I have really gotten to know residents and 

they count on our coming to visit them weekly. 

One time I had to miss a week because a friend 

was visiting. The week I returned one man said, 

‗Where the hell have you been? We were waiting 

for you last week.‘‖  

―Everyone is busier these days. And I, like many, 

have less time,‖ Cathy shared, ―There are days 

when I am so tired that I would love to stay home 

with Missy and Chewy, but I take them out 

anyway. By the time I get home, I am so thankful 

that I went. People love and enjoy my dogs, and 

it‘s so nice to be able to make someone‘s day a little 

easier. One time I was visiting with my dogs, and 

one of the patients touched my arm. I had never 

heard her speak before and thought she wasn‘t 

able to. So I just smiled at her and talked to her, 

but then I soon realized that she wanted to tell me 

something. It took her a long time, but eventually 

she said, ‗I love Missy.‘ That‘s why I do what I do, 

and I‘ll be doing it until I can‘t do it anymore,‖ 

Cathy added.  

While many therapy dog teams like Cathy, Missy 

and Chewy visit nursing homes, hospitals and 

homebound patients; there are also opportunities 

for dogs to participate in reading programs. 

Children are improving their reading skills by 

reading aloud to dogs. Many children, who would 

be intimidated by reading in front of their peers, 

become more comfortable with reading to four-

legged friends in local libraries and schools. 

Newsweek recently reported on an 8 year old boy 

who went from reading 45 words per minute 

(wpm) to 93 wpm while reading to a dachshund. If 

you would like to become involved with TDI, 

Cathy holds monthly evaluations at Sherwood 

Park in Grand Junction. She welcomes prospective 

handlers to come and observe. ―It helps to see 

what an evaluation looks like, so handlers know 

what to expect and can train their dogs 

accordingly.‖ You can find more information at 

www.tdi-dog.org or email Cathy Clark at 

cathyzack@bresnan.net.

Black Wolves’ Color Traced To Dogs 
From National Wildlife, June/July 2009, p. 10.  

Genetic science has answered a centuries-old 

question from the natural world: Why are half of 

the North America‘s gray wolves actually black in 

color, when nearly all of their European cousins 

are gray or white? 

According to a recent study published in the 

journal Science, this continent‘s black wolves can 

thank a domestic dog for their color.  By analyzing 

DNA from 150 North American wolves—half of 

them black—the study‘s authors traced the color 

variation to a single mutated gene, found in dogs, 

that was transferred to wolves through mating.   

Because the variation is so widespread, the study 

concludes that the mating between dog and wolf 

must have occurred long before the arrival of 

Europeans on the continent—and that the 

mutation must benefit the wild animals in some 

way, perhaps by conferring health benefits or 

providing camouflage.
